Shift Staffing

e Two concession workers will be scheduled per shift per game. Only one
adult from the family is required to work that shift.

Please coordinate with the other concession worker to ensure that both
workers are not students.

e One admissions worker will be scheduled per shift per game.

e The last shift of the day will need to assist with gym and stand clean up
at the end of the day/night.

e When you arrive for your shift, please sign-in on the attendance sheet located on the bulletin
board.

The Athletic Board Rep on duty will be the contact to field questions related to concessions and
admissions and to supervise clean up.

Can’t Work Your Shift?
Short and simple: It is your responsibility to find a replacement. Check your personal and

business schedules now to identify conflicts. Please don’t wait until the last minute as the other
workers are counting on you to cover your shift. In the event that you do not work your shift or
find a replacement, a $75 penalty will apply.
